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It is thé' iposition of the Republican Party of ANGKORIA that the 
war in Cambodia is based on the territorial desires of Thailand and 
Vietnam, who seek to divide Cambodia at the Mekong River. The war 
serves the purpose of exterminating the Cambodian people and 
weakening the country until it can no longer maintain its sovereign 
boundaries.
