At the suggestion of IDB President Enrique Iglesias, | am forwarding information to you
regarding the "GO SOUTH, AMERICA" program. It is, without question, the most ambitious
tourism development program for Latin America to date, one that will bring an additional $3
billion in tourism revenue to Latin America in its first three years of implementation. Thereafter,
the economic benefits grow exponentially.

In December 1990, you attended an informal summit meeting at the home of Venezuelan
President Carlos Andres Perez. At this meeting, Jose Luis Rodriguez ("El Puma") first presented
the "GO SOUTH, AMERICA" concept.
